Information Pack

This Pack contains introductory information on STANZ, Technical Analysis and where to locate educational information.

STANZ is an Incorporated Society whose objectives are:

1.
To establish personal contacts between technical analysts inside and

outside New Zealand with a view to promoting the theory and practise of

technical analysis

2.
To provide meetings and encourage the interchange of materials,

ideas and information for the purpose of adding to the knowledge of members

3.
To encourage the highest standards of professional ethics and

competence amongst its members

Technical analysts are investors who employ technical analysis which is based on the idea that price, volume, sentiment, time or intermarket analysis can be used to identify the probability of the future direction of a financial or other investment market or individual security. Technical analysts believe that trends, once established, have a tendency to continue until something occurs to change the balance of supply and demand. 

Technical analysts use charts to uncover price and volume patterns. Indeed, technicians rely so heavily on charts, that the terms "chartist" and "technician" are often used synonymously. For a pure technician, it is the chart of a company's stock price, as opposed to the company's sales or price-to-earnings ratio or any other "fundamental" factor that points the way to the future value of a stock. Fundamental analysis and technical analysis can be used together. For example, a technician may scan charts of stocks that meet specific fundamental criteria for trends and familiar patterns which give buy or sell signals.

STANZ Membership

The STANZ membership subscription for 2007-8 was set at $75 for Auckland members and $60 for others with an additional family member subscription at $25. The STANZ financial year runs from December to December. Membership benefits include a monthly newsletter, attendance at 10 monthly meetings per year from February to November inclusive (run in Auckland and Waikato with plans to expand to Wellington and Christchurch), the monthly AATA (Australian Technical Analysts Association) journal in pdf format (6 issues per year) and access to courses arranged from time to time usually given by international speakers. Members may hire educational videos (see later) and communicate with other members through our Bulletin Board (see later) and through contacts at meetings.

Auckland meetings normally commence at 7.30 pm and run for approximately 2 hours, on the fourth Thursday of the month from February through to November at the Auckland College of Education in Epsom Ave. A notice is sent to members via email one week prior to the meeting with information on the speakers and topics for the meeting. The notice is also posted on the STANZ web site www.stanz.co.nz The committee tries to make the meeting as interesting as possible in catering for members having differing levels of technical analysis experience. The door charge for each meeting is $10.00 for members and $25.00 for visitors. This may be increased if we have an overseas visitor or if extra costs are uncured for the meeting. Visitors are asked to join after attending two meetings.

The STANZ Annual General Meeting is usually held in October each year. 

From February 2004, STANZ has offered a facility as required following monthly meetings in Auckland for buying and selling second hand trading books. If you have books for sale please contact Colin Hoare, our treasurer. Books must be on technical analysis, trading and shares topics only. A good guide to pricing is the lowest second hand prices at www.amazon.com.

STANZ is a member of IFTA (International Federation of Technical Analysts) and we have a very close association with the ATAA (Australian Technical Analysts Association). These memberships provide ready and cost effective access to internationally renowned speakers in addition to less tangible benefits of staying in touch with the directions of similar international organisations. STANZ encourages members to attend the annual ATAA Conference, the annual IFTA Conference and to participate in the SIA (Securities Institute of Australia) examinations.

Recently, the ATAA have commenced producing the ATAA Journal in .pdf format
rather than the traditional printed format. STANZ, has opted to
accept only the pdf format and has negotiated a fair price for both parties.
The journal (6 issues per year) was previously available only to members who paid an additional fee. STANZ now makes the journal available via email at no additional fee.

Education

While the purpose of STANZ is to provide opportunities for education, we are not a teaching organisation. STANZ does, however, recommend the following courses.

The Securities Institute of Australia, (SIA) www.securities.edu.au/  run a distant learning graduate diploma course in Applied Finance and Investing.
The ATAA act as a partner to this course in respect to Technical Analysis
and the TA aspects of the course have been designed by senior ATAA members
with considerable trading experience.

The "junior" course is designated E114 Technical Analysis and the follow-on
step is to complete E171 Specialised Techniques in Technical Analysis.
Each course will take about 6 months of study with regular feedback and a
formal examination at the end. Further details are available from either the ATAA SIA websites.
The SIA courses only encompass Technical Analysis and to trade markets
successfully you will need to understand key market operating rules,
how the trading platforms work and have an excellent understanding of your
own emotional reactions to the outcomes of the trading process not all of
which will be profitable. This will require a further allocation of time and
effort. You could take as long as 5 years or more before reaching a level of competence that produces consistent profitable trading.
To trade markets you will need to make decisions about the following

1. Market or markets to trade – equities, futures, commodities, options, countries

2. Timeframe or timeframes to trade – intra-day, short (a few days) or medium (weeks or months) term

3. Development of a well-defined and well-tested trading method based on technical analysis or on a combination of fundamental and technical analysis

4. Selection of broker and data provider
5. Analysis software to use (The Personal Investor and Shares magazine analysed a number in the June 2003 issue)
STANZ cannot provide recommendations but considerable educational material to assist you with these decisions is available on and through the STANZ website. Much can also be learned through STANZ meeting presentations and discussions with fellow members.

The STANZ website contains much more information than provided to you in this pack and the committee invites you to make use of information available through the website. The STANZ web site contains book reviews and video reviews. STANZ has a number of videos available for hire by members – details can be found on the site. The Secretary sends videos to STANZ members in a box with a label for return postage at the cost of $10.00 for two or $10.00 for one (postage the same for both). The STANZ videos are a good way to learn the basics of technical analysis or to learn how to make a trading plan. 
STANZ has recently set up a Bulletin Board and Forum in conjunction with the Reefcapital Coaching site. This site also contains information on training courses, and software, etc. and should be of value to new STANZ members. The Reef Capital Coaching Board has been established for approximately 5 years and appears to be the top such forum in Australasia. The Bulletin Board can be accessed through the traders forum. STANZ members will need to register on the Reefcapital site which is free and can be anonymous.
